Introduction

The development of humanity and of its technology and economy has drastically changed our behavior and our environment. The impact on the environment is perceptible and one revelator is the emergence of diseases in humans caused by microbes previously circulating in silent cycles among wild animals. The recent epidemics that have emerged these last decades can be partially explained by changes in ecosystem provoked directly or indirectly by human factors, but also by contacts of humans or domestic animals with wild life. These changes in our ecosystem and live mode appeal for a global consideration of disease ecology, wildlife and human health. 

The first Areva-Pasteur Forum on the “Impact of Climate Changes on Emerging Diseases” was organized in Shanghai in November 2005 and gathered sixteen experts who exemplified how tracing and integrating climate data could help understanding the interrelation of environmental factors and evolution of pathogens, and predicting emergence of diseases. The second Areva-Pasteur Forum on “Impact of Behavioral Ecology on Emerging Infectious Diseases” will address ecologial factors that have led to the introduction or re-emergence of new infectious diseases in human or animal settings. The participants will debate on the role of wild life trade and ecotourism in disease introduction, on the emergence of novel zoonotic diseases lethal to human and their impact to ecological health: BSE, Nipah, Hendra, SARS, avian influenza, AIDS, rabies, West Nile and Japanese encephalitis encephalitis etc… This Forum will gather anthropologists, ecologists, epidemiologists, veterinarians, and researchers working on infectious diseases, including basic microbiology, pathogenesis, animal models appropriate for prevention and treatment response.
